Frequently asked questions

What is a Works Zone and how is it to be used?

A Works Zone is considered to be the designated parking of vehicles adjacent to the property during construction. Street signs are installed to indicate this section as a designated ‘Works Zone’ with days and times indicated. Outside of the designated hours, local parking restrictions override the Works Zone restrictions.
What is a standard dimension for car space?

One standard car space in a Works Zone area is a minimum 6m in length (1 car space), 12m length (2 car spaces) and a maximum of 18m (3 car spaces). A request for over 3 car spaces is subject to extra approval and will be charged accordingly.
Can a vehicle crossing be considered part of a Works Zone frontage?

All existing vehicle crossings will contribute the length of a Works Zone and therefore will have to be factored into an application.
Can a ‘No parking’ or ‘Loading zone’ be considered part of a Works Zone frontage?

Removal of parking restrictions such as ‘NO PARKING’ & ‘LOADING ZONES’ will not be supported in order to increase the space of a Works Zone and therefore will have to be factored into an application.
Are we guaranteed our full frontage for a Works Zone?

All other parking restrictions will receive consideration to assist with a Works Zone application but will not be removed if the assessment considers the removal of public parking to disadvantage the Stonnington community.
What if we want more than 3 standard car spaces?

Any request for a Works Zone that exceeds 18m (3 car space) will be considered a multiple Works Zone application and will incur additional costs.
Can I use the neighbouring property frontage in a Works Zone?

Neighbouring property frontage can be included in a Works Zone area, only with the written consent of the neighbouring property occupier(s).
